· EarthCorps has done the bulk of their work, but Herb has not received a bill yet.  The total is expected to be $27,000 of $30,000.  $1,000 is available for use on mulching on North Alley.

· Heidi Carpine has received lots of positive feedback on the new brochure sent out as part of membership drive.  Great job Connie!

· Most dues checks are greater than $10; most people give $25-50.  All contributions over $10 are considered donations.  Dues are still coming in.

Heron Homecoming Celebration & Annual Meeting Update—Connie 

· Event will be held Thursday March 1st at Visitor’s Center in Discovery Park.  Thinking about holding a wine/cheese tasting event.    

· Possibility of getting Heron label wine (wineries located in Washington, Oregon & Michigan).

· The City gave HHH a great rate on the room; waived some costs.  Projected cost for room, wine, Parks staffers, liquor license = $500.  There will be additional cost for whatever food is served.  Possible that PCC or Whole Foods will provide a reduced rate on party supplies.

· The EarthCorps Board will be an integral part of the event.

· Sarah researched purchasing heron pins for sale.  Cost is $2.15 per pin.  Audubon sells the pins for $5.99.  Interest in purchasing some for HHH to sell.

· Format will be different from previous years—will be just the HHH group, not other environmental groups.  Will have games about HHH and herons instead of the usual movie/lecture format.

· Next planning meeting is January 3, 5:30 pm at Mary Beth Dols’ home.  

Stevens Property Update--Carol

· Fire Station 8 is using property for training.  

· Date for demolishing house on property is TBD.

· Carol spoke with an adjacent neighbor, Paul, discussed need for neighborhood involvement.  Kay Shoudy and EarthCorps have established relationships with neighbors. HHH should use those connections.
· Plan is to put down cardboard & mulch at the MLK Day work party.  Carol needs large cardboard boxes for mulching the site.  Please save any boxes you have; feel free to leave them on the property.  Scott will obtain some boxes from Albert Lee appliances.

· Need co-leads for the property since Carol will be out of town part of the time next year.  Kay Shoudy and Dianne Kelso will be co-leads, and others are welcome,
Flora & Fauna Bookstore Relocation to Magnolia

· David Hutchinson’s Flora & Fauna bookstore is relocating to across the street from the 3150 Gov’t Way building—has downsized business and is trying to establish presence in Magnolia.  Mr. Hutchinson has been very helpful to HHH in past, and requests any help HHH can provide in spreading the word about his business.

· Lynne Knopp, newsletter editor, is working with Mike Marsh on writing an article for the newsletter about the store.

· Mr. Hutchinson offered to provide room in the store for HHH brochures.  Connie will take care of stocking brochures.
3150 Gov’t Way Update—Duff

· A few years ago Donna & Heidi had a judge declare a ban on outdoor construction work during the 6 months of heron nesting season every year, starting Feb. 1.  Have had problems/violations with construction sites in the past.  City has authority to issue a stop work order.

· On Dec. 7, Duff will meet with City DPD, Parks, and construction managers to discuss what steps will be taken to ensure that the Feb. 1 deadline will be observed.

· Rich suggested that the date could be flexible dependent on the return of the herons.  Duff pointed out that since we don’t know why/when herons return, we should enforce the deadline of Feb. 1 because there’s a possibility that the herons won’t return because of noise disturbance.  Pam Cahn has documented earlier returns than Feb. 1 in previous years.

· Building is currently 4 stories high—at treetop level.  Pam has documented heron nests in past years in the trees directly adjacent to the building.

· There are currently 9 exterior trades that Duff determines may not meet the deadline.

· Duff received a copy of the landscaping drawings.  There is a 12 ft. alley between the building and property that already has restoration work done on it.  The landscaping plan calls for an extensive underground irrigation system that would likely disrupt previous work.  Five douglas firs and 4 western red cedars at the rear of the property are already in the plan.  Craig Purkey is working on a landscaping plan including native plants to present to Parks.

· Suggestion was made that developer could buy native plants and HHH could provide volunteer labor to plant them.  The developer could pay HHH the fee they would typically pay to a landscaping company.

· Giselle raised a concern about noise generated by residents once the building is completed.  The developer is required to write a letter to DPD spelling out how condo bylaws will be sensitive to herons.  DPD has asked HHH for proposed language; considering proposing a ban on outdoor barbecues, etc.

· Duff will provide an update after the Dec. 7 meeting.  Thanks to Duff for all his work!

Executive Committee

· Need the Executive Committee to be able to meet at a short notice due to ongoing legal involvement with the City’s Critical Areas Ordinance and 3150 Gov’t Way.

· According to HHH bylaws, the Executive Committee consists of the president, vice president, and secretary.  Currently made up of Connie, Carol and Rich.

· To activate the Executive Committee, just call one of the members.  

Fort Lawton Update

·  Rich, Heidi, and Carol talked with United Indians about office and storage space for HHH, and the wildlife corridor and got a favorable response.  UIAT is working with LIHI and Catholic Social Services on a proposal for Fort Lawton.
· On Monday, December 18th, United Indians is holding a meeting at Daybreak Star Center for all interested community groups.  Heidi (and possibly Duff, Rich, Giselle & Brad) will attend as HHH representatives.

· Outstanding issue about the wildlife corridor and building renovations/construction.  Federal rules require low-income housing on site.   Other “public benefit” uses are next, but Army will make the final decision. HHH wants to keep the existing buffers and wildlife corridor
· A public meeting will be held on Dec. 13th at 6:30 pm at the Seattle Center.  Duff or Donna will attend and read HHH’s letter (KC’s letter is succinct and good to use) re: buffers.  

Grants—Donna

· Aquatic Habitat Grant:  currently in last week of planting—looks great.  Behind the Brygger Drive houses, debris has been dumped in large amounts of the years—concrete, railroad ties, etc.  A gas station used to exist above East Fork—Craig Purkey said that 40 tires, 2 tons of debris, and an old car chassis has been removed.  Perhaps this would be a good story for the newsletter—maybe interview an international EarthCorps worker.

· Result of heron kit grant hasn’t been received yet—if grant is received, need to hire someone to put the kits together.

· Donna will work with Herb on a Seattle Foundation grant to hire a part-time Executive Director for HHH.

Art Donation—Donna

· Donna will work with artist to get art donated to HHH in 2006.

· Will cost at least $200 to get it framed.  Giselle will donate $50 toward the project.  An art store in Ballard might give a discount on framing.

· Possibility of using art for future fundraising project.

Board Member Vacations—Connie
· Board members are OK with having their vacations listed on the HHH calendar, perhaps using language like “unavailable.”
· Connie will take over calendar after Erika’s departure in December; will work with Amy Baum, HHH webmaster, to have vacation info removed before HHH calendar is posted on HHH website.

Magnolia Neighborhood Rainwater Runoff Group—Donna

· Jennifer Carlson is working on a SPU grant looking at designs for the long parking strips on both sides of 34th Avenue.  Would also like to make Wolfe  Creek visible on southend .

· Group invited UW landscape architecture class to take a look and make suggestions.  The idea is to generate ideas for neighbors to apply for grants to implement.
· The last meeting of the group will be held on Thursday, Dec. 7 a the Magnolia Community Center.  Giselle (and possibly Carol) will attend as the HHH rep.

· On agenda:  nomination of Board members for vote at the Heron Homecoming Celebration & Annual Meeting.
